Lensic Performing Arts Center Location:  211 W San Francisco St. 

• Please use the Stage Door to drop off and pick up your children. The stage 
door is located at the rear of the Lensic on Sandoval St.  When dropping off 
and picking up your children please park and walk them to the stage door. 
The loading dock at the Lensic is right on the street, please do not block the 
street.  

 
• No Family or Friends are allowed back stage at the Lensic.  The Lensic has a 

much smaller back stage and dressing room area than the NHCC.  Backstage 
space is very limited. With an already large cast we are not able to have 
family, siblings, or friends of cast members back stage at anytime. 

 
• The Lensic does not have its own parking lot. Parking in downtown Santa Fe 

can be hard to find at times.  Please allow yourself a little extra time to find 
parking. Friday January 6th will be especially difficult because of the various 
100th Anniversary celebrations around town.
